The Antique Heritage, Bulgaria and Europe

with the Neolithic, the earliest in Europe and in the Balkans (7th - 6th mill. BC). Here,
the social development leads to the appearance of early forms of a class state in the
Chalcolithic (5th mill. BC) and throughout Antiquity. The economic, cultural and
behavioral social pattern of development, determined by the specifics of the
geographic conditions and the related livelihoods in the community’s economy take a
lasting place in Southeastern Europe throughout the 5th-1st mill. BC. The 3rd and the
2nd millennia BC are times of Indo-Europeanization in Asia Minor and Southeastern
Europe, where, after the beginning of the 2nd mill. BC, the earliest Indo-European
peoples - the Hittites, the Mycenean Greeks and the Thraco-Trojans - are registered.
The most vivid early forms of a class state by the Thracians are to be observed in the
13th century BC, at the times of the Trojan war, when the Thraco-Trojan ethnic,
political and military alliance is created in response to the ethnic, political and
military alliance of the Achaean kingdoms. The most famous early class Thracian
states in Antiquity are those of the Odrysai, the Getae, the Triballoi and Dakoi in
Southeastern Europe and that of the Bithynoi in Asia Minor. All of them remain
archaic, which is revealed in the typology as ethnic states to the difference of the
Hellenic which, in the period 8th-6th centuries BC turn into poleis.

With the appearance in Hellas of the Greek phemomenon - the polis, the
historical perspective in Europe has two possible lines of development. The ethnical
line, i.e. the line of the continuity in the development of the ancient archaic structure
and pattern of behavior, founded in the geographic conditions and the related
economic, cultural and behavioral social patterns of the population. The other line, i.e.
of development and rationalizing anew the values established by the life in poleis
through Christianity.

In the global worlds of the Roman and Byzantine empires the esteem for the
human being appears to be truly accepted and confessed mostly by the Christian
doctrine. Here lies the greatest merit of Christianity throughout Antiquity and the
Middle Ages - it manages to upkeep this esteem of the human being in the new
historic context.

2. In Southeastern Europe, the Bulgarian nation and its culture are composed of
three main ethnoi - Thracians, Slavs and Bulgarians. If the Thraces contributed to the
building of the Bulgarian nation mainly by their thousands of years long traditional
culture and the Slavs - by their language, the Bulgarians were the builders of their
common to all state, Bulgaria. Particularly significant in this respect is the act of the
Bulgarian Prince Boris I Michael, set up to convert the Bulgarians to the Christian
faith in the 9th century. Thus, through the Christianity and the new Bulgarian script,
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the urban culture/behavior in Mediaeval Bulgaria inherited and rationalized the
cultural values of Antiquity. The amalgamation of the unofficial thousands of years
long pagan culture and the official, Christian culture that has taken place in this
Bulgarian “laboratory” features the Bulgarian culture as a bearer of rationalized
modern values and Bulgaria itself as an integral part of modern, global Europe.
